Dear Parents and Community Members: 

We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER) which provides key 
information on the 2010-2011 educational progress for Tobey Elementary School.  The AER 
addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws.  The school’s 
report contains information about student assessment, Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) and 
teacher quality.  If you have any questions about the AER, please contact Mike Barwegen for 
assistance. 

For 2010-2011, Tobey Elementary made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English language 
arts and mathematics.  While we are pleased to have reached this important goal, we are 
continuously working to improve.  We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff and 
our community in this effort. 

State law requires that we also report additional information.  

Tobey Elementary follows the district guidelines when assigning students to attend.  The 
school district is divided into three distinct geographic areas, which determine the student’s 
assignments. In some special cases parents may petition the school principal to attend a 
school out of their geographic area.  Another exception can occur when the district has to 
assign students to another building due to class size. 

The current school improvement plan is in its second year at Tobey. We continue to work on 
goals in Reading, Mathematics and Writing. Progress in this plan is reflected in our state 
assessment scores.  The elementary buildings in the district collaborate and are fairly 
consistent with their plans for improvement.  

Tobey Elementary constructs its curriculum utilizing the Michigan Grade Level Content 
Expectations. These expectations can be accessed on the Michigan Department of Education 
website - www.michigan.gov/mde.  This approach has been highly successful. Tobey 
elementary has had consistently high achievement scores in the Michigan Educational 
Assessment Program.  At this time these scores are what we use to determine program 
progress. 

Tobey Elementary continues to involve parents in the processes and planning.  We have a 
parent committee for school improvement, a volunteer committee, a very involved PTO to 
plan events and fundraisers and we involve all parents in their child’s education with our 
dedication to communication.  Parent attendance at conferences is nearly 100% every year.
